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Welcome to Nursery Spring Term 1 Newsletter 2024

We have had a really successful first term and we hope your child has enjoyed
themselves as much as we have. We are looking forward to working together to support your
child’s learning journey. This half term our topics are Weather, Journeys, Animals, Chinese
New Year, Poetry, Valentines. Here is some information about the skills and knowledge your
child will be learning linked to these topics.

The children have loved our Little Wandle Phonics Scheme called Foundations for Phonics. We
have taught the children 6 new sounds/phonemes /s/a/t/p/i/n/ it would be great if you could
recap these with your child at home. During our Numbers and patterns sessions we taught the
children to recite numbers past 5, to recognise numerals, talk about and explore 2D and 3D
shapes, to use mathematical language, to extend and create patterns.
