Our Spring Term Two Topic: World War Two (continued)

In English, we wil be continuing our learning around our History topic of WW2. To begin with, we wil revisit
how to write an explanation text based on instructions. Together, we will look at ‘how to survive a desert
island’ before the chidren wil use their knowledge of The Blitz to write instructions on ‘how to survive an air
raid’. After this, we wil move on to look at how to write an effective biography. Together, we wil explore
the life of Alan Turing, a code-breaker who worked at Bletchley Park. After this, the chidren wil have some
time to practise their research skils 4o find out about the life of Anne Frank before writing their biographies
on her. For Master Readers, we wil be reading a non-fiction text called ‘The Second World War.’

In Maths, we are going to be starting the half term of f by learning about volume. We wil then move on to
revising +o prepare for He upcoming SATs, which commence on Monday 12
our SATs, we wil return to whole—class learning to explore key areas such as timetables and money 4o

support the chidren’s transition to their news schools in September.

In Science, our topic is called ‘Evolution and Inheritance’. We wil be learning about the key concepts
surrounding inheritance, whilst developing our understanding of some key terminology such as: inheritance,
variation and selective breeding. For alesson later in the unit (Summer 2), we will invite Hhe children to bring
in a family photograph to share with the class o support our understanding of inheritance. If it is easier,
please emal these to the Year G email address, which is at the bottom of the newsletter.

In D.T, we wil be building upon the children’s sewing skils from Year 4. Our project wil be based on ‘Make Do
and Mend’ with the children making soft toys using recycled texties. If you have any old, unwanted clothes
at home, we would love o have them in school to support us with this topic! Please could any donations of
clothes (or other texkies including bedding, curtains etc) be brought into school by Friday 2" May. You may
wish to help your chid with their sewing skils at home by practising threading a needle, using running and
backstitch and finishing using knots.

In History, we will be continuing our learning on World War 2. This half term, we wil explore how the war
impacted our local area as well as the role Bletchley Park had to play before moving on to learn about the
RAF and the significant moments that meant the war came to an end.

In Music, the children will be beginning their unit of work on musical theatre. This will involve using songs,
drama and games +o develop skils that are needed for musical performances.




In RE, we are going to be exploring how religious beliefs influence actions, with a focus on Sikhism,

Chrristianity and Islam.

In P.SHE., we wil be looking at the value of the month. Over the Summer term we will cover Pride,
Individuality and reflection. We will also be continuing our ‘Tigsaw' scheme of work, with our

next unit Relationships’. This unit wil give us Hhe opportunity to explore key concepis, such
as the importance of mentdl hedlth and well-being, love and loss. If this may be dif ficult for

your child, please contact your child's class teacher.

In Summer 2, we will also be teaching our unit of work on Relationships and Sex Education.
Please look out for more information on this nearer the time.
